It is such a gift to be able to say that we have the most amazing group of teachers in Your County. We value you and everything you bring to the table and sincerely hope that this year brings even more prosperity, joy and fulfillment to all of us. Thanks for being on board. As always, please let us know if you have concerns, ideas or suggestions. You make the studio what it is and we want you to feel like it can be sculpted to better serve you and your students. With all of that said…here we go. Logistics:

This contract is to define your role as an Independent Contractor working out of the space at Your studio name.

Please review the terms, sign and return before date.
General Agreement

1. Scope of Service: Under the terms of this agreement you are an Independent Contractor renting the space at your address for, but not limited to, the following services:


a. (Pilates - Duet and Trios) Fill in appropriate service

b. (Pilates and Barre Classes) Fill in appropriate service
2. Compensation: Your studio name agrees to rent the space to you for __% of your hourly rate or total collected revenue_______ per hour for privates, duets and trios and ______________ per hour for fill in the service they will provide. 

Your studio name also agrees to rent the space to you for ________ for “off hours” as outlined in the Studio Usage Guidelines. 

Rent is collected bi-weekly via an invoice you submit from Mindbody Online for the hours you used the Studio in that two week period. Once your invoice has been reviewed Your studio name will write you a check for your fees less the above agreed upon rent.

a. Invoices: For all rental hours an invoice is submitted on the 1st and the 15th of 
the month.



1. Collecting Student Fees – All fees are collected by Your studio name


and paid to the appropriate Independent Contractor no later than 3 days 


after the invoice is submitted. Your check will be less the agreed upon 


rent. Fees are paid for 
one two-week period at a time.



2. It is the Independent Contractor’s responsibility to submit invoices on 


time and complete in order to ensure prompt processing.

3. Studio Rules and Regulations: Contractors are responsible for maintaining their own schedules and are encouraged to utilize the existing Mindbody Online scheduling system in order to ensure that the space is kept quiet and professional and does not get overbooked.

a. All independent contractors are required to process student payments and session appointments through MBO, our online software and POS. 


b. If there is a conflict with the use of space the teacher who reserved the time
using MBO will have priority.

c. Independent Contractors are responsible for providing their own business cards, and for marketing themselves outside of Your studio name general marketing plan. Your studio name will list you as a contractor on our studio website.

4. Additional Usage:  (this is where you would outline any perks for your ICs)
Independent Contractors will be allowed full access to the studio for self-practice for a monthly fee of $65 dollars to be paid on the 1st of each month.

a. If you would like to rent the space for trade sessions or discounted sessions you are still responsible for the full rental portion of that session.

b. This also includes free access to all open classes.

5. Studio Conduct: When you are using the Studio space you must:

Speak softly to keep noise to a reasonable level for others working in the studio during sessions and when talking to clients and others. Also encourage others to keep their voices low.  The studio must be left as found, which includes cleaning the equipment and leaving props in the proper place. If you are the last to leave the heater and lights must be turned off and door must be locked as you exit. 
6. Taxes and Insurance: As a Renter/Independent Contractor you are responsible for maintaining your own Liability Insurance, business license and for filing your own taxes. We require a W-9 and Your studio name will provide a 1099 for services rendered at the end the fiscal year.

7. Disputes: Any dispute between Studio and Independent Contractor under this Agreement will be submitted to binding arbitration in accordance with the rules of the American Arbitration Association in the jurisdiction in which this Agreement is executed. Your studio name and all of its faculty members reserve the right to refuse admittance to anyone as an Independent Contractor if there is obvious danger to other trainers, the physical space, clients or other students or if the studio rules and regulations are not followed.

8. Integration: The parties’ entire understanding is set forth in this Agreement. Any prior or contemporaneous promises or understandings are superseded by the terms of this Agreement. This Agreement may only be amended or altered by another written agreement executed by both parties.

9. Termination of Agreement: Studio has the option to terminate the parties’ relationship in the event that the Independent Contractor does not work as specified, or fails to find and adequate substitute for classes.

a. Independent Contractors teaching classes must give 24 hour notice of class cancellation and should cancel classes only as a last resort if a substitute cannot be found. It is the responsibility of the Independent Contractor to post signage for the class being cancelled and to let their students know. One of 
the studio owners must be notified before 24 hours of class start time if the class is to be cancelled.

Additionally, if it is apparent that the Independent Contractor will not be able to fulfill this contract the Studio has the right to ask for adequate assurances in writing from the Independent Contractor to the contrary. Failure to provide by fax or mail adequate assurances within 24 hours of receipt of a request will provide Studio with an option of terminating the contract so as to attempt to mitigate damages and find a reasonable substitute.
